The purpose of this new system is
to safeguard the health, safety and wellbeing of

Temporary passes can be issued from the
Inclusion Centre, but these will require a note
from parents stating the reason for leaving.
Please note that temporary passes will only

be issued under exceptional circumstances

and should not be requested for more than

one day. We would like to remind parents that
students must be back on school site by
1.25p.m. Students who are persistently late

returning from lunch will have their passes
removed permanently.
